· Maintain a cumulative GPA between 3.2 and 4.0 on a 4.0 scale
· Demonstrate positive character, leadership, and community involvement
· Commit to attending college readiness workshops
· Commit to participating in the mentorship program (August 2026 – December 2026)
· Submit a completed application and all required supporting materials by the deadline
Application Requirements
Students must submit:
· Completed scholarship application form
· Official high school transcript
· Proof of acceptance or application to a post-secondary institution
· One letter of recommendation (teacher, counselor, mentor, or community leader)
· A personal essay describing educational goals, career aspirations, and how the scholarship will assist in achieving those goals
Only four (4) students will be selected to participate in the Shiloh Scholars Program. Each selected student will be awarded a $1,000 scholarship. Scholarship funds will be distributed based upon participation in monthly workshops, active engagement, and consistent communication with assigned mentors throughout the program.
